Students seeking admission to first year course obtaining 60 % or more marks
at their H.S.C. examination will get direct admission. Students who have
obtained less than 60 % marks at the H.S.C. examination will get admission
according to number of seats available on merit basis.

Rules of reservation are applicable for admission. The quota of seats is as per
the rules of Govt. of Maharashtra & Dr. B.A.M.U. Abad.:

Conditions for Free ship and Scholarships
